Tricky words: Quick

review

quickly.

o Show each card.

o Shuffle. Repeat.

o Use the copy me method
to sound-talk each word.

e Ensure the children
understand the meaning of
each new word.

o Show each word.

o Tell the children to sound-
talk each grapheme and
blend the word. Point to
each grapheme and then
sweep.

o Read the word together.

o Use the example definitions
and sentences on the
weekly grid, if needed.

Quick review
o Shuffle. Ask the children to
read without blending.

o Show the tricky word on
the card.

o Read the graphemes the
children know.

o Identify the tricky
grapheme (in bold on the
weekly grid).

o Read the tricky word.

o Ask the children to read

the tricky word with you.

o Ask the children to read
the word independently.

o Display the sentence.

Prepare

o Ask the children to identify any
digraphs they can see. Take
feedback.

o Ask the children to identify any
tricky words they can see.

o Point to the tricky words and
read them together.

Read

o Ask the children to read aloud
as you point to the words.

 Read the sentence together.

o Tell the children to read the
sentence one more time.

to:
o Say the word.
o Segment it.
o Segment and count the
sounds.

Model spelling the word

 Say the word and how

many sounds you need to

spell it.

Write each grapheme.

¢ Hide the word.

Ask the children to spell

the word.

o Check the word together.

« Play Change it (if on the weekly
grid).

o Put out each word using the
grapheme cards.

o Point to each grapheme and then
sweep to indicate blending.

Do NOT help the children.

o Look at the children (not the card).

o Model reading the word.

o Change one grapheme in the word
(see the weekly grid for order) and
repeat.

o Ask the children
to identify the
digraphs. Take
feedback.

o Point and sweep
to indicate
blending.

o Chunk longer
words.

o remember the ‘tricky bit’
of tricky words.

o Hide the sentence.

o Check the sentence
together.
